IF I APPLY FOR UNIVERSITY ACCOMMODATION

You need to apply for accommodation by 30th June and 
fulfill the requirements of your academic offer from the 
University to be guaranteed accommodation.

Whether you can work in the UK is dependent on your

If you are a full-time student on a student visa you are 
permitted to work up to either 10 or 20 hours a week
